For the safety of your students we ask that
you sign out with Mrs. Hire or a chaperone. If your student is riding home with someone
else, please have a note accompany your child informing who will be picking them up.

We ask that parents DO NOT come to the band stands to meet with their child unless
there is an urgent reason. 8" grade students will get a break during the entire 3" quarter
and can talk to friends and family then. During the 3" quarter, the 8" grade students will
be fed 2 slices of pizza and a soda courtesy of the Wadsworth Band Boosters. Attire for
the evening is tennis shoes, blue jeans, and red t-shirt/sweatshirt (Wadsworth attire
preferred).

There will be an additional practice with the HS Band on Thursday, September 17 at the
high school (back parking lot...drop off beside Steiner) from 5:15-7:00 PM. Attending
this rehearsal is a requirement to be able to march with the HS band on Sept. 18.
Arrangements will be made with coaches so students are not penalized.

All 8" grade band students will be playing several songs with the high school band both
in the stands and on the field. Students must memorize “Grizzlies” and our half time
song in order to be able to play and march at the same time.
